Initially the process facilities were designed
to process 15,000 bbl/day but due to delays
In the completion of the permanent
Production facilities, the process plant was
upgraded to 40,000 bbl/day.

The Early Production Facility was operational
for a period of 2 years with a 99.9% uptime.
